GENERAL INFORMATION

1. ALL MATCHES WILL START ON SUNDAY 27 NOVEMBER FROM 1PM. DEPENDING ON THE
NUMBER OF ENTRIES; MATCHES MAY BE REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED ON SUNDAY 4
DECEMBER FROM 1PM.

2. Every effort will be made to allow players to play but there will be no postponed matches as they
will need to start on Sunday 27 November. If there are limited entries, some events may start and
finish on Sunday 27 November.

3. It is your responsibility to check the draw. The draw will be forwarded to you for each
weekend to all players by email as long as you have supplied your email address. Please make sure
your current email is included on your entry form. If you have not got an email of your own, maybe
you can provide a family member’s email. If you do not have access to an email or the internet,
please phone Col.

4. Entries must be made on the correct form or online and the entry fee can be paid on the day
of play. Each player must fill out their own form. (See “How to enter” in the conditions)

Conditions Of Entry — (Read Carefully)

AGE - Players must be of the relevant age or under as at 31° December 2011, to be eligible for the
respective event.

TIMES OF PLAY - Play will commence at 1pm on Sundays. Please note that due to large draws,
some matches may start late in the day, and continue till 7pm. In cases of scheduling delays due to
bad weather, a night match may need to be scheduled; players affected will be consulted regarding
these.

WHO CAN ENTER - All financial members of Tennis Valley (Willoughby District Tennis Club) can
enter the events. Payment for the tournament is on the day.

1. Junior Boy’s Singles (13 and under) 2. Junior Girl's Singles (13 and under)
3. Junior Boy’s Doubles (13 and under) 4. Junior Girl's Doubles (13 and under)
5. Junior Boy’s Singles (17 and under) 6. Junior Girl's Singles (17 and under)
7. Junior Boy’s Doubles (17 and under) 8. Junior Girl's Doubles (17 and under)

HOW TO ENTER - Entry can be by entry form (paper format) - fax to 9484 5148 or email (enter your
details by updating the word document) to kit@tennisvalley.com.au or enter online via the Tennis Valley
website http://tennisvalley.com.au/comp-registration.php. For payment method, select “cheque via mail”
and pay on the day of the tournament.

Your doubles partner does not have to fill in their own form. Their name on your entry is sufficient. You
will need to advise them of the draw. If your doubles partner is entering more than one event, they
may need to fill in their own form if they are entering a singles event.

NUMBER OF EVENTS - Players may enter singles and doubles in their age group and in a higher age
group for a maximum of three (3) events. Note that entering more than two events may require the
player to play a large number of sets per day.

ENTRY FEE - $5 per person per event.

MATCH ATTENDANCE - Players must play their match at the time, place, and date notified (or
agreed in cases of night matches) or they will forfeit the match. lliness and injury are unfortunate.

MATCH FORMAT - Events are the best of 3 sets (Tie-break at 6-all). A tie-breaker is played in the first
2 sets, and the third if necessary. The tie-breaker is according to the current NSTA system. However, if
due to any time constraints or large draws, the committee may reduce matches to a lesser number of
games.

PARTNER ALLOCATION - All players entering doubles events requesting a partner shall accept the
partner allocated by the Tournament Committee. This condition imposes no obligation on the
Committee to find a partner.

SUBSTITUTE DOUBLES PLAYERS - Prior to their first doubles match, a player may obtain a
substitute partner. This combination must be retained in any subsequent matches.

BALLS - Good used balls will be provided for all matches except for the Finals. New balls will be
provided for this match.

TENNIS ATTIRE - Correct tennis attire must be worn at all times.
